Please be aware that if you test for TB close to testing for Johnes, you might 
find that you get a false result for Johnes.  Seek advice from your vet. 
 
Once again the Welsh are ahead of the game, and are launching a scheme to 
encourage beef farmers to test their herds for Johnes by offering a financial 
incentive of £4 per animal for testing up to 100 head.  To be eligible, farmers 
must be members of a licensed health scheme (such as Biobest Herdcare or 
Premium Cattle Health Scheme).
